In practicing these, we not only grow in personal holiness but also in social
holiness, living out our faith in our community. Wesley reminded us that “there is no holiness but social holiness”
—faith is not only for our own comfort but for the transformation of the world.

As you see the leaves turn and the harvest come in, take time to ask: Where am | sending my roots deeper into
Christ? How am | bearing fruit for God’s kingdom? How might God be calling me to grow in grace this fall—
through worship, study, service, or fellowship?

As you move through this season, take time to notice the beauty of God's creation—the golden leaves, the cool
mornings, the harvest moon—and let it remind you of His faithfulness. Just as the earth follows its rhythm, so
too does God’s steadfast love sustain us through every season of life.

Prayer: Lord of every season, thank You for being steady when everything around us changes.
Help us to root ourselves more deeply in You through prayer, worship, and service. Help us to trust
in Your constant love and lean on Your unshakable promises. As the leaves fall, let our worries fall
too, resting in the knowledge that You are the same yesterday, today, and forever. Amen.
